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Analysis of the satisfaction of the Korea Forest Museum exhibits
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Abstract : The purpose of the present study was to survey the characteristics of exhibited materials in forest museams in
Korea In order to suggest efficient exhibition methods for forest museums’ exhibited materials, Exhibited materials in 10
national/public forest museums were analyzed from July 1 through October 30, 2011. The results of the analysis indicated lower
satisfaction with the exhibited materials than expected values. In particular, the regionality of the exhibited materials received the
lowest evaluation scores. Therefore, composition and planning of exhibited materials suitable for the distinct characteristics of
individual forest museums are consldered necessary Based on the results of analysis of expected values-performance of the
exhibited materials, visitors’ sausfaction should be enhanced by Increasing exhibits and planning programs simultaneously and
since local singularity is low because the composition of shapes of exhibits are similar, creative and high quality exhibited materials
should be secured.
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
