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ABSTRACT

This study was performed to provide basic data to effectively operate and manage forest
museums by identifying the cument operation status of experiential and educational programs
at ten forest museums in Korea. The forest museums had no categories in which the level of
satisfaction for their experiential and educational programs exceeded the visitor’s expectation
level.

The forest museums required various efforts on the exhibition techniques and the role of
leamning tools of the experiential and educational programs considering visitor’s age class, the
exhibition style as a learning, tools, and the connectivity with local organizations. Overell, the
forest museums should refer to the various opinions of users to present experience-oriented
exhibitions through experiential programs that connect forest museums and arboretums, and
should harmoniously organize the themes and content delivery methods of experiential
exhibitions. In addition, they should prepare various exhibition plans to play the role of a
participatory forest museum.
